Many courses carry multiple Hub units; most transfer students
will fulfill their Hub requirements in 4-5 Hub courses.

Hub courses can also count towards majors and minors.

Some Hub requirements assume and build on previous coursework.
If you have not taken a first-year writing course, you will need to

do so before taking a Writing, Research, and Inquiry or Writing-
Intensive course.

Courses used to fulfill Hub requirements must be taken at
Boston University.
